1. Assessment Results:

This growth trend in mathematics is observed each year at every grade level and sub-group with the greatest
increase occurring from 2005 to 2007. In this data set, sixth graders in 2005 soared from 61% meeting high
standards in mathematics to 85% in 2007 as eighth graders. This 40% growth is attributed to the adoption in
2006 of a supplemental mathematics instructional program, Acaletics, the implementation of the school-wide
instructional focus calendar, and a highly qualified instructional team.
